e Accuplacer is administered each year in February
o Typically test 80-100 students
o Students will sign-up at school

e Counselors present to classrooms about high school and CCP
scheduling in March

e Courses are requested by students during individual scheduling
sessions in March

e Students must submit CCP Letter of Intent by April 1 and must
complete the necessary college applications before leaving for
summer break

o The School Counselors will provide students with the necessary
documents
